The Gerrish Township Police Department responded to a total of 84 calls for service for the month of January 2013. 
The Department reports 10 various custodial arrest statistics this month. (See attached report for breakdown).
 The Department reports 46 total citations listing 57 traffic violations, 21 written verbal warnings, and  6 misdemeanor charges arrests statistics for the month. (See attached for breakdown). 

Training:

13) I chaired the Roscommon 911 Technical Board meeting and was once again elected to serve as chair of the board.

16) I attended the Roscommon County Community Corrections board meeting as the representative for the local Chief of Roscommon County.

17) I hosted the Riverhouse Shelter quarterly meeting for their STOP grant which all Law Enforcement agencies participate in.  The group is beginning to formulate plans for a Child Advocacy Council to assist Law Enforcement with forensic interviews of children as necessary.  One does not exist in Roscommon County at this time.

We continue to operate one full time position down at this time and I commend my Officers for picking up the extra work and remaining positive in their work attitudes.
I have been verbally notified that the Police Department has been successful with a $5000.00 grant f from the Risk Reduction Grant sponsored by the Michigan Participating Plan. (The Township Insurance carrier).  Once we receive the written notice, I will proceeding with Project V.A.S.T. which will upgrade our video and audio capabilities in our interview rooms and provide I.P. security cameras for our facility.
