The Gerrish Township Police Department responded to a total of 116 calls for service for the
month October 2012.

The Department reports 12 various custodial arrest statistics this month. (See attached reports for
breakdown).

The Department reports 61 citations listing 70 traffic violations, 10 misdemeanor violations and 16
verbal warnings for the month.
